            Feb. 3: The second day of finals qualification was held at the Mercer County Swim 
Championships today at Lawrence High.

            For Hamilton West, Griffin Hutton was sixth in the 100 fly (1:03.87) and was part of the 12th-
place 200 medley relay team with Jacob Torres, Aleks Henson and Nick Walter. 

            Nottingham also qualified in the 200 MR as the team of Thomas Padulchick, Michael John, Joe
